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Executive Summary

Two feedback loops were carried out under Task 2.3 Gtakeholder discussionséwithin Work
Package 2 ®AKTITC &OTAKTTAI ATA 4AAETHAAI 2ANOHA T ATO080f the LEILA Project. The aim
of the feedback loops was to gather inputs and feedback to further guide the identification
of the functional and technical requirements for the development of the LEILA European
judicial auction multilingual platform. Stakeholders from five target groups were involved
in these loops, to accommodate their specific needs, seek compliance with the different
legal and practical EOA:AEA] AOAGETTO8procedures in Europe, and identify the best approach
towards building an EU search portal in this domain.

The first of the feedback loops revolved around the preliminary analysis, while the second
were carried out regarding the final requirements being documents drafted. The
00AEAETIAAOOGEAAAAAAE =< A0 ATEAROAA TT OEA OOAOOBEOTACFI TAIE0EAOROEA system architecture,
the data model and the approach to data transformation, and the possible performance
indicators for the future platform.

The present document reports on the objectives, settings, and results of a total of twelve
activities carried out within both loops: nine closed Joint meetings, one closed Workshop
with EU stakeholders and two public Workshops. These events involved a total of more
than 100 individuals and over 30 public and private organisations from 16 Member States
and at the EU level.

The feedback received in the first loop was instrumental in obtaining solid indications on
the main business requirements for the platform and allowed us to define the desired e-
CODEX architecture implementation. It also contributed to define the main alternatives on
the issues which remained open and required a final decision: the approach to federated
data searches (asynchronous or synchronous), the LEILA data model® best granularity, the
approach to data transformation and the possible need for authentication of national
users to a single EU platform to maintain their data transformation tables. Early
consultations with the Directorate-" ATAVAI BO00AA ATA #1T00 TA00S 0T 0EA %O0TPAAT
Commission (DG JUST) and the sharing of experiences from different European projects of
a similar nature provided special added value to this loop.

The second loop provided all elements to finalise Deliverable D2.4, being the final
functional and technical requirements for the development of the EU judicial auction
platform within the LEILA Project. The final choice for the system architecture is the one
AAOAATT OEA AOUTAEOTTTOO0 ADDOTAAE 01 FAAAOAOAA AAOA ORAAOAEAORET BOTIS T TAAIRU. It was
decided that data transformations will take place at national level, with each portal sending

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The transcoding tables, based on the final version of the LEILA data model, will be shared
outside the system, eliminating any need for national users to access the EU platform to
further maintain them.

Cooperative relationship has been established with most of the main stakeholder groups,
and this participatory approach will be further pursued along the LEILA Project lifetime and
beyond. The consultation process with partner portals shall continue regarding all project
aspects, not only related to their technical contributions.

Representatives of Member States maintaining portals on judicial auctions shall be
included in the next project activities for verification and validation of specific technical
issues. Close communications with the professional communities on national and EU level
shall be maintained. Key EU stakeholders such as the Me-CODEX consortium, DG JUST and
e-Justice portal as well as the Secretariat of the Council of the EU (ref. Working Party on e-
Justice), should be kept in the information loop about the POTtAA® development, and their
precious feedback should be collected during the DIAKTOT® development, especially in
the testing and piloting phases.

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1. Introduction to Scope and Approach

Two feedback loops were carried out within Work Package 2 GAETITC &0TAKTTAI ATA
ARAETEAAT 2ANOHOA T ATO080f the LEILA Project (in short, WP2), led by the Institute of Legal
Informatics and Judicial System, National Research Council of Italy (in short, IGSG). They
were aimed at gathering inputs and feedback from all relevant stakeholders on the
Preliminary and Final Functional and Technical Requirements (ref. deliverables D2.2 and
D2.4, respectively). The latter were being developed by the Aristotle University of
Thessaloniki, Greece (in short, AUTH) for the development of the multilanguage platform
on judicial auctions (herein 0AFAQAA 0T A0 Ghe LEILA PIAOKTOT8T0 GEA %5 PIAKTOT, the
virtual machine and the interoperability aspects between the platform and already existing
solutions at Member State level.

This report describes the approach taken, the activities which were carried out and the
results they®A achieved. It concludes with a few indications on the project follow up.

The first section of the deliverable introduces the main issues to be discussed and decided
for each of the two Use Cases which have been identified. It also describes the
stakeholdersGtarget groups involved and the overall definition of the two feedback loops,
including a list of their respective activities.

The following two sections provide, for each of the feedback loops, a summary of the
activities carried out (presented in chronological order), along with their objectives,
structure and format, and results. All activities have been led by IGSG in close consultation
and cooperation with AUTH. For the purposes of the second feedback loop, IGSG also
worked closely with the contractor selected by the Italian Ministry of Justice (in short, MoJ-
IT) for the development of the multilingual platform for judicial actions. The organisation
of the two public events (Workshops) has been carried out by LIBRe Foundation, Bulgaria
(in short, LIBRe), overseeing 7 T0E OAAEACA X @t00A TETAGETT ATA 30AEAETIAAQ 1 <AOATA00B
and related communication activities.

The last section of the report provides for lessons learnt and recommendations for future
feedback loops and/or other ways of engaging stakeholders within the lifetime of the
LEILA Project and beyond.

1.1. Use Cases and Main Issues

As elaborated in the Deliverable D2.2 Q0TORF I TAI &OTAGTTAI ATA 4ARETHAAT 0ANGHOA TAT00G
two main Use Cases for the system have been identified.
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Use Case 1 concerns the interconnection of national auctionsGdatabases in a way that a
user can perform a federated search over all participating EU Member States (in short, MS)
through a dedicated portal.

Use Case 2 concerns MS where there is currently no national judicial auction platform. It
shall allow the MS to share judicial auction08data making it available for searches in the
LEILA platform.

1.1.1. Use Case l: Integration and Automated Exchange

Use Case 1is at the heart of the LEILA Project by providing to the user performing a search
on the future LEILA platform information about judicial auctions in MS whose national
portals are participating to the project. The main issues to be defined, often interlinked,
were related to the architecture of the system, the functionalities to be offered by the
platform and the data model to be used.

System architecture

The modalities for search and data transfer, the approach to data transformation and the
appropriate e-CODEX configuration are the main factors determining the architecture of
the future system. The related questions to be answered were the following:

- How should the federated searches be carried out? Should a synchronous or an
asynchronous approach be taken?

In the synchronous approach, the search is carried out online: in the moment in
which the user launches a search from the EU portal, queries are sent to all
connected national portals and the results are retrieved, consolidated, and shown
to the user. In the asynchronous approach, auctionsdata from the national portals
is periodically (e.g., every night) indexed on the EU platform, where the search is
performed when the user launches it. Both approaches present their advantages
and disadvantages. The asynchronous approach can, in turn, AA 0AAIEOAA T A ®O0ES
modality according to which every national portal sends every update to the EU
platform or A ®0iidmodality where the EU portal regularly collects from national
portals all relevant records (in this case, it can be further decided whether only
updates or all records which satisfy a certain rule, e.g., the deadline for participation
has not expired, will be sent).

- At which level should the transformation of data between the national format and
the common LEILA format take place?

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Every national portal has its own structure of the data about auctions and assets
which are being sold. In order to allow for federated searches, all AOA¥TT08data
should be transformed in a common format to be jointly defined, being the LEILA
format (more information on the data model is provided below). This
transformation can take place at national level, or after the data are transmitted to
the portal at EU level.

- How should the e-CODEX connection be realised?

The LEILA Project Grant Agreement envisages 0EA) O0EA EOAEAFAT ADAGFTT T OI0HETCOAI
platform will facilitate, consolidate and support the data exchange over e-CODEX
(the e-delivery infrastructure supporting EU e-Justice cross-border services) to
reduce time and costs for development and integration with national information
systemso8e-CODEX offers a European digital infrastructure for secure cross-border
communication in the field of justice. Its building blocks include the e-CODEX
Gateway that is responsible for the communication between participants (in this
case among the LEILA portal and each of the national participating auction portals),
an e-CODEX connector that may stay between each gateway and the respective
participating system and a schema for each use case to ensure semantic
interoperability (LEILA will have to develop its own).

Data model

Each of the national portals uses its own data structure with regards to categories and
types of data to describe the assets under sale. The level of granularity of such data
structure may be different: some portals can, for example, characterise an asset just
AO O TTOAAIA POTPAOUBh=<EFIA TOEAXO TAU define different (sub-)categories it falls in
FOOAEAIAO6h OATA00Oh AOAG8The challenge consists of defining a LEILA data-model
which is as inclusive as possible and at the same time simplify the transformation
process considering the partner portal as well as other national portals that may join
the LEILA platform upon its launch.

Functionalities of the platform

The definition of the functionalities needs to address three main aspects: the search
criteria, the modalities on presenting the results, and other services that the platform
should possibly offer to its users. Hence, the questions to be answered included:

- Which should be the search fields?

- How to allow the user to choose the area where the assets on sale are located
and/or where it is possible to participate in person to an auction?

- How should the results be shown?

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- How should the search results including data from portals with different level of
granularity be shown?

- HOw should the search results reflect the different granularity of the categories for
assets they use?

- Should users have the possibility to register on the platform and save their search
preferences and/or be notified if a new fitting item is put on sale?

1.1.2. Use Case 2: Virtual Machine to Collect Information on
Auctions at National Level

The LEILA Project also envisages the development of a stand-alone Virtual Machine (VM)
to be provided to partners which are currently lacking a national provider to enable manual
upload and update of information. The complexity of this scenario derives from the fact
that the VM should be used by national organisations with very diverse structures and
needs, and for a procedure (the collection of auction data at national level) which z by
definition Z is not yet in place. The main issues to be defined included:

- Which authorization, identification and authentication schemes should be set up
for the users of the platform?

- Which is the minimum set of functionalities that the VM should offer in order to
discharge its function?

- How to ensure the maximum flexibility for future expandability by national
organisations to accommaodate their specific needs?

1.2. Feedback Target Groups

The stakeholders involved in the feedback loops can be grouped in 5 main categories, here
listed according to the order in which they were involved into the activities:

1. National judicial auctions portals maintained by Project partners

2. Competent bodies for judicial auctions with no access to a national portal
3. EU stakeholders

4. National judicial auctions portals that are not Project partners

5. Professionals interested in judicial auctions at national and EU levels.

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In this section, a brief description of the composition of each of these groups and of the

modalities of their involvement in the feedback loops is provided.

1.2.1. National Judicial Auctions Portals Maintained by
Project Partners

There are 6 public national judicial auctions portals which are partners in the LEILA Project
and will be the first to provide data to the EU platform (Austria has decided not to
participate to this first phase).

This is a key group for the success of the LEILA Project. The quantity and quality of the data
made available for searches on the EU platform will depend crucially on their contribution.
They are the primary beneficiaries of the Project, as the latter aims at increasing the

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Their direct knowledge of the auctions makes them also a valuable source of feedback on
the functionalities of the future platform.

The feedback loopsaactivities started and concluded with meetings with this target group,
and its members were always invited to participate to all activities, including the ones
which were not directly targeted to them.

1.2.2. Competent Bodies for Judicial Auctions with No Access
to a National Portal

This group includes Member States' national professional organisations or institutions
which may be interested in making available information on their judicial auctions in the
future EU judicial auctions platform but have currently no access to a national judicial
AGAGETTOB portal. Their feedback on the requirements for Use Case 2, which concerns
exactly this situation, is hence of special value.

The 8 Member States which do not possess any national judicial auctions portal are:
Denmark, France, Ireland, Luxembourg, Malta, Poland, Slovakia, and Sweden'. In addition,
there may be organisations in countries that do possess a national portal on judicial
auctions which have no access to it and hence may be interested in setting up an additional
national mechanism. For example, the Greek portal includes information on auctions
carried out by notaries, while the ones handled by courts are not included.

1.2.3. EU Stakeholders

LEILA Project has a strong European dimension since its concept lies in facilitating the
information flow across the European space, the widening of the common market and
fostering the cross-border participation to judicial auctions. Three main stakeholders have
been identified at the EU level, covering the technical, business/operational and policy
aspects:

- The Me-CODEX consortium, which is responsible for e-CODEX maintenance and
support, is a useful interlocutor for a project that will use the e-CODEX
infrastructure, in particular whenever possible the existing gateways. The contact

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has been facilitated by two members of the Consortium, namely AUTH and Austrian
Federal Ministry of Justice, that are project partners in both projects.

- The Sector for e-Justice Policy and Grant Management of the Directorate-General
GO00EAA ATA #1100 TA00SOT OEA %OOTDAAT #T T TEOOTT T OETOOhMG JUSTE, which
oversees both the functioning of the e-Justice portal and the implementation of the
e-Justice Action Plans. 4EA QAGTT OIAT %O0TPAAT A-Justice 2019-TPTY8includes the
establishment of a search engine on the European e-Justice Portal, for
advertisements of judicial sales published in the Member States. A very fruitful
relationship has been established with the two teams, which have both been very
supportive, sharing information and feedback and facilitating the reaching of other
projects dealing with registries interconnections at the EU level.

- The Working Party on e-Justice to the Council of the EU, which oversees the drafting
of the e-Justice Action Plans and the monitoring of their implementation. The
activities of its Judicial Auctions Expert Sub-group (2015-2020) inspired the initiation
of the LEILA Project. In 2015-2016, the sub-group proposed a list of information
items in the form of a minimum data set (MDS) which has been used as a basis for
defining the LEILA Reference Data Set. Due to the winding down of this Expert Sub-
group (along with all other Expert Sub-groups in 2020), unfortunately it was not
possible to consult with them, and new consultation modalities with the Working
Party on e-Justice have to be identified.

1.2.4. Professionals Interested in Judicial Auctions at State
and International Levels

As discussed in Deliverable D2.1 G-ADBITC 30AEAETIAA00G there is a wide range of
professionals who, depending on the particularities of each legal system, are interested in
judicial auctions. They include judges and other judicial officers, lawyers, bailiffs, notaries,
and other legal professionals who may be in charge of an auction, alongside creditors that
are waiting for judicial decisions in their favour to be enforced, and debtors whose
properties are being sold.

At the EU level, all associations of enforcement agents, notaries, lawyers (as
representatives for creditors and debtors), banks, businesses, consumers belong to this
target group. The European Commission for the Efficiency of Justice (CEPEJ), namely the
Cyberjustice Working Group, which has issued several guidelines in the domain, has been
contacted and delegated a representative of the Austrian Ministry of Justice to the project.

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This target group was the focus of the first public Workshop organised by the LEILA
Project.

1.2.5. MS Judicial Auctions Portals that are not Part of the
Project

While the first version of the LEILA platform should include auctions from 7 MS (the 6
portals run by project partners mentioned above, and France as the first MS to implement
Use Case 2), the ambition is for the platform to become the access point for information
on judicial sales in all MS.

The 12 MS which possess a national judicial auctions portal are, in addition to the 6 project
partners already listed in Table 1 above, are Belgium, Cyprus, Estonia, Finland, Germany (it
shares its portal with Austria), Greece, Hungary, the Netherlands, Romania, Slovenia and
Spain. It should be noted that their portals do not necessarily include all judicial sales taking
place in the respective country: some can deal only with one type of property (movable or
immovable) or be dedicated to only one of the professional categories in charge of judicial
auctions (for example. notaries in Greece, or ®rocuradoresd z TOAOATIU @ACAI
OAPOAOATOAGEOAOGA OTIA peculiar to the Spanish legal system and very few others).

This target group was the focus of the second public Workshop organised by the LEILA
Project.

1.3. Feedback Loops

Two feedback loops were undertaken, one revolving around the Preliminary Analysis and
a second one concerned with the Final Requirements being drafted. Both loops included
Joint meetings with relevant stakeholders and Workshops with a more structured
character, including two public Workshops carried out in the second loop.

1.3.1. First Feedback Loop: Preliminary Analysis of
Requirements

The first feedback loop was aimed at collecting inputs and feedback necessary for the
finalisation of the Preliminary Analysis of Functional and Technical Requirements
(Deliverable D2.2) which was being drafted by AUTH.
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The focus of this loop has been the collection of elements necessary to define the possible
alternative approaches to the architecture and to the data model, as well as for drafting
an initial list of DIAOFT0 T ® functionalities.

The starting point was the collection of comparable information from the 6 national
portals about the main functionalities they offer and the data model they use. The results
of this exercise are presented in the Annex to D2.2 and D2.4.

Joint meetings and Workshops organised within the framework of the first feedback loop
under Task 2.3 are listed in the following table and are described in more detail in Section

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2. Report on First Feedback Loop

The first feedback loop started with the collection of information on the functionalities and
data-models of the 6 national judicial auction portals z partners in LEILA, to be included in
the first draft of D2.2. which was immediately shared for comments.

2.1.  Joint Meeting on Use Case 1

2.1.1. Objectives

The first online meeting was with the persons in charge of the technical side in the 6
national judicial auctions portals z partners in the project. The objective of the meeting was
to get familiar with each other and present their portalddmain characteristics, and to
discuss a first version of the requirements which had been drafted and shared in advance
by the project partner AUTH.

2.1.3. Results

Functionalities of the portal

The information collected on the national portal0d features was validated and
compared.

The possibility for the future EU DIAOFT0 T ® users to browse thumbnails and to visualize
properties on a map was generally welcomed, but it was noted that this would require
that a couple of portals provide data they were not collecting at the time. There was a
variation in the way properties were spatially located z via GPS co-ordinates, via the
address or else. Not all properties had an address.

The possibility for the future LEILA DIAFTOT® users to select favourites was also
generally welcomed and would not imply any additional effort from the national
PT00AI0G0:AAS

Some of the functionalities that the national portals offer would remain relevant only

at the national level (e.g., to book a visit, to register for a participation to the auctions,
to provide export information to creditors) and not for the EU platform.

There was a consensus that the expected delivery of a multilingual platform should be
understood as limited to the data fieldsédescriptors. Translating the content would be
neither feasible nor recommended as the content is highly dependent on national
specificities which would require mapping of concepts beyond simple translation.

Data Model

The minimum data set proposed by the Expert Sub-group? is available in all platforms.
It is, however, the information models that need to be considered.

Architecture

There was also a consensus, that from a national perspective there is a preference for
an asynchronous rather than a synchronous approach to making national data
searchable through the LEILA platform. The main concerns about a real-time search
and pulling of data directly out of the national systems relate to (a) increasing the

requirements in terms of service availability.

e-CODEX s a cross border e-Justice infrastructure and a transport mechanism intended
for applications with high security and non-repudiation requirements that do not entail
real time exchange of information.” -CODEX may therefore not supporta real time pull
approach.

It was concluded that implementing a new service over e-CODEX requires co-
ordination with the e-CODEX technical community.

2.2. Joint Meeting with Me-CODEX Consortium

2.2.1. Objectives

The goals of the meeting were two-fold:

- inform the members of the Me-CODEX consortium about the existence and the
goals of the LEILA Project

- start defining the modalities of implementation of the e-CODEX infrastructure for
the LEILA use cases.

2.2.2. Settings

2.2.3. Results

Three members of the Me-CODEX consortium participated in the meeting, namely Mathias
Maurer and Bernhard Riedler (Austrian Federal Ministry of Justice), and lon Pagkalos
(AUTH), all from partner institutions in both projects.
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It was concluded that LEILA should implement the e-CODEX modality which was used for
non-transactional data exchanges, such as BRIS (Business Registers Interconnections
System), LRI (Land Registers Interconnection), or BORIS (Beneficial Ownership Registers
Interconnection). They are all using the e-CODEX gateway, i.e., e-Delivery DOMIBUS
Gateway, without the DOMIBUS connectors, which are necessary only for transactional
data and documentsdexchanges (such as for the European Payment Orders, European
Investigation Orders, etc.).

As a rule, the communication between the national portals with LEILA platform will be
realised by connecting them, via ad-hoc clients, to existing e-CODEX Gateways (adding a
LEILA use case to their p-modes configurations). As a temporary solution, countries will be
given also the possibility to create a new LEILA dedicated DOMIBUS Gateway.

It remains to be decided which part of the LEILA client (or, as named in the Grant
Agreement, QEILA connectord will be developed by the contractor under WP3 and which
part will be left to MS and auction portals implementation. To decide this, and specify
solutions, feedback by the first 6 contributing national groups of representatives have
been seen as instrumental.

2.3. Joint Meeting on Use Case 2

2.3.1. Objectives

The main objectives were to

- examine the possible modalities for the upload of national data to the virtual
machine and identify other critical issues

- explore the interest of participants to pilot the Use Case 2 implementation and
provide substantial input on the definition of the functional specifications for the
Virtual Machine

- agree, if possible, on the next steps towards a process that would lead to a smooth
introduction into the national environments of a solution largely co-created in the
best way to accommodate the various national deployment scenarios.
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2.3.2. Settings

2.3.3. Results

The possible implementation of Use Case 2 for Croatia and France were explored.

Croatian courts are currently sending the information to FINA (to be published in the
national judicial AOAXFTT08portal) mostly manually, which requires a considerable input and
upload effort at FINA central office. It was concluded that a possible implementation of
Use Case 2 by Croatia would require the possibility for direct upload of data and documents
at courts on the Virtual Machine, and from there z a transfer to the current database of the
portal, which in turn would connect as Use Case 1 to the EU portal. The possibility to
connect the auctions portal to the Virtual Machine database (which would have allowed
to test also the reference implementation of the connector from the Virtual Machine to
the e-CODEX gateway) was ruled out, because z among other reasons z the database was
being updated in real time with information on the last offer and status of the auction;
something which due to network reasons could not be performed with an external Virtual
Machine without major complications.

After the meeting, FINA informed in written that due to the expected future introduction
of a new case management system for the courts which would also handle the automatic
transmission of auction0ddata to FINA, the Ministry of Justice decided z at least for the
time being z not to proceed with a temporary solution as the one discussed.

In France, judicial auctions are carried out by Justice Commissioners (@Gommissaires de
Justicedh A TAx BOTFAOOETT merging the previous roles of bailiffs and AOAKTTO6
commissioners) that advertise auctions (which can be electronic, hybrid or in-person) on a
series of commercial portals. Since the vast majority, if not all, of them uses a case
management system to record the sales, should they decide to pilot the Use Case 2 they
would need an automated service connecting these systems to the Virtual Machine
database, avoiding a duplication of the data entering.

The representatives of the National Chamber of Justice Commissioners (in short, CNCJ)
stated they would need some time to take a decision on their interest and availability to
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pilot Use Case 2 and contribute to the drafting of the specifications. Subsequently, they
answered positively in written and two subsequent meetings were arranged on this topic
(information about these meetings is provided as part of the second feedback loop in
Chapter 3).

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2.4.3. Results

There are different search-and-retrieve modalities used for the EU search portals discussed
during the meeting.

1) Real-time searches, no data retained on EU servers. Implemented for IRI

(insolvencies) and LRI (land registries).

IRI central EU server communicates via a Domibus gateway with the MS, who can
decide whether to connect through the national e-CODEX gateway used also for
other use cases (without the e-CODEX connector since there is no need to provide
proofs of receipt, check signatures, etc.), or with a dedicated Domibus (CEF e-
delivery) gateway, or via any other gateway compliant with ebms 3.0 standard. The
choice of architecture on the national side is left to each Member State. Germany,
for example, has developed a web service to communicate with their national
FTOTIOATAU 0ACH00A0 ATA A ATTTAAOTO <EfAE O00ATOIAOAOG §TAPOQ OEA messages
received to/from the EU IRI format and transmits them via the national e-CODEX
access point.

No delays have been noted so far in any transmission but there are no data on actual
traffic, number of requests. In LRI cases, there may be 2-3 MB of documents
returned per successful search (they are not translated).

LRI exposes a REST interface, and any MS can decide whether to connect it directly
with its portal or to introduce an intermediary connector.

Hybrid, the main data are indexed every night and searched on the EU portal. This
approach is followed for BRIS (business registries).

Once identified the business subject and the registers where it appears, a targeted
search for existing records is sent to national portals and the results are
consolidated and shown in the EU portal.

Batch only. This is the approach used for ECLI search portal (judgments of national and
EU courts).

All data are fetched every night and there is no real-time search on the national
portals. There are no documents stored but only metadata, including the text of the
decision, on which it is possible for the user to perform free text searches.

New records are retrieved every night via a scraping mechanism. Currently, the
server stores data, including the decision text in one or more languages; covering
approx. more than 13 million decisions.
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In all these examples, data which correspond to pre-defined categories (i.e., not free text)
are sent as codes; the respective EU portal has a translation table which attaches the
translation in all portal languages to each code (these translations are provided/updated
via Excel tables shared by the national correspondents); both the labels and the coded
categories of the resulting data are shown is the language selected by the user of the
portal.

The modality 01 AA O0AA £10 AOAGTTOBAAOA will have to be chosen by the LEILA Project
based on the specific business requirements.

The CEF building block for free text and documents translation has not been used but it is
on the wish-list for IRl and LRI.

2.5. Mid-Task Results

The feedback received in the first feedback loop was instrumental to obtain solid
indications on the main business requirements for the LEILA platform and allowed to
define the preferrable e-CODEX architecture implementation, being the one already used
for other non-transactional data-exchanges. This allowed finalising Deliverable D2.2 and
defining the main alternatives on the issues which remained open and required a final
decision: the synchronous (brokering data inflows) versus synchronous (brokering search
gueries) approach to federated data searches; the LEILA data model best granularity; the
approach to data transformation and the possible need for authentication of national
users to the EU platform to maintain their data transformation tables.

Another result of the first loop was the confirmation by the National Chamber of Justice
Commissioners of their readiness to pilot the implementation of Use Case 2 for France.
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3. Report on the Second Feedback Loop

The second feedback loop started with the collection of detailed information on the data
models in use by each national portal, initiated by AUTH with IGSG® support. This resulted
in the drafting of an initial document on the proposed LEILA data model.

IGSG drafted a document on the Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) for the future system,
which was also discussed in the feedback loop.

3.1.  Joint Meeting on Data Model and KPIs

3.1.1. Objectives

The objectives of the meeting were to present and discuss two documents shared in
advance with the participants: on the proposed Data model, based on information
previous collected from the national portals, and an initial list of proposed KPIs, some of
which would require data collection from the national portals.

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3.1.3. Results

The workshop provided the opportunity to go through the proposed Data Model,
comparing the different level of granularity which different portals had, in particular on
the different categories used for the description of assets.

The proposed KPIs were generally agreed upon, without major discussions.

3.2. Joint Meeting on Search and Data Transfer Modalities

3.2.1. Obijectives

The main objective of the meeting was to consolidate the list of possible drawbacks for
each of the three main architectural options (synchronous, asynchronous/push and
asynchronous/pull), preparing the ground for a motivated final decision. To this purpose,
the Table ®isks and potential issues for each of the architectural options for the LEILA
search and data-transfer modalitiesg provided in Appendix 1, was used. It had been built
including all points raised in previous discussions and the additional observations shared
via email by the national portals60ADOAOATOAGOAO during the preparatory phase preceding
the meeting.

The meeting also provided the occasion to introduce the representative of the contractor
selected by the Italian Ministry of Justice for the development of the software (Giuseppe
di Francesco) 01 0EA PACOTAO DT00AIOGOADOAOATOAGOAD.

3.2.3. Results

The risks and critical issues were discussed at length based on the table provided in
advance to all present. It was underlined that the final choice of the solution would depend
also on the expected workload for national portals. Some portals shared their traffic data
during the discussion, and it was agreed to collect data from all on average daily visits to
the AOAGETTOBportal, average response time they provided and (if possible) country of
origin of the visitors.

It was agreed that the final decision on the architecture to be implemented would be taken
after the next Workshop with DG Just. Portal representatives stated in principle (subject
to confirmation following internal consultations, which was indeed provided later via
email) that they were ready to provide their data and to receive queries, via the LEILA API
already converted in LEILA format, thus avoiding the necessity for a LEILA connector.

The goal of this meeting was to conclude the discussion started in the previous internal
workshop, presenting to DG JUST the overview of the proposed solution and the
remaining dilemmas, asking for feedback based on the experience with other projects
especially in relation to the use of e-CODEX and to the approach to the data
transformation.

3.3.3. Results

The discussion was very useful and saw an active participation from DG JUST, including
sharing of experience acquired with other projects. The following conclusions were
reached:

On the approach to development:

This project aims at creating a pilot experience for the EU judicial sales portal.
Experiments and search for new solutions are welcomed and will be helpful to
collect data on traffic and learn from its use.

On the search options:

Both options are feasible and acceptable, but the experience with using e-CODEX
gateways to mediate the communication between the national portals and the
central EU server in several EU projects (such as BRIS and IRI) has indicated longer
latency times (up to 5-7 seconds) than the corresponding exchanges taking place
via SOAP (less than 2 seconds).

As a conclusion, the preferred option for implementation is the asynchronous one.
To keep the system as simple as possible, the @ulld T TAAIU is preferred, which
requires no record maintenance at the central level since the indexing database can
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be fully refreshed at every import. A maximum of 24h misalignment between search
results and actual sales available on the national portals is considered more than
acceptable given that announcements are posted weeks in advance, taking into
consideration that in any case the EU platform will have only an informative and not
a transactional character.

- On the transformation options:

The transcoding option requires to seek a consensus on the level of granularity and
the categories not only among the first 6 portals to provide information but also,
to the extent possible, with other portals that may join later.

- On the free-text and translations:

The preferred solution is a hybrid one, combining search by fixed categories with
free-text searches, possibly to be implemented in a second phase. The -text
searches should be able to (1) automatically translate the search terms entered by
the user from the language chosen on the portal to all other languages; and (2)
search all fields and field names in the records provided by each national portal for
the search terms translated in the corresponding language.

The system should possibly make use of the Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) e-
translation module maintained by the European Commission as a building block, or
of an equivalent open-source solution.

3.4.5. Results

The workshop initiated a fruitful exchange of experiences and expectations towards the
realisation of the pilot multilingual EU platform on judicial auctions. The active
participation of stakeholders with very diverse profiles, and the combination of national
and EU organisations present was per se an important result.

It was underlined that there are currently several obstacles to the participation of foreign
citizens, including from other Member States, to national auctions, which are gradually
being released. A hope was expressed that the LEILA Project could contribute to boosting
this process. The potentially increasing need for support by local professionals to foreign
buyers was also underlined. It was observed that the LEILA platform may lead to an
increase of cross-border buyers even outside of the EU, and it should be accompanied by
increased attention to the anti-money-laundering and know-your-customer mechanisms.

The reactions to the concept and the possible portal appearance presented during the
meeting were generally very positive. The overall simplicity and its visual approach towards
both pictures of assets and maps to show locations were appreciated.

The importance of also including information about in-person auctions was stressed, and
the representative of the LuxemboO0C " ALEEEOSY O0TALACET T A@DOAGOAA E0 FTOA0AO0 £T0 AAFTC
included in Use Case 2.

It was noted that the LEILA Project and the future platform might have a positive
emulation effect on national portals, encouraging them for example to increase the level
of granularity of the data model, adding more sub-categories which might simplify
targeted searches, or improving their visualisation by adding photos or maps when these
features were not available.

The level of feedback received through the forms distributed after then event was lower
than expected. Filled forms were retuned only by three participants, and they were all
project partners, who expressed their agreement with the approach taken and provided
useful comments on specific technical points. Gathering more specific feedback from
external stakeholders, modalities to be used to this purpose, and ensuring continuous
engagement while the LEILA Project progresses are issues which deserve attention in
future.
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3.5. Targeted Meeting on the Approach to Use Case 2
Development

3.5.1. Obijectives

The goal of this meeting was to discuss general modalities of implementing Use Case 2,
agree on the modalities of cooperation with the organisation that would pilot the system
and start obtaining more specific input on the specific use case requirements. The meeting
was targeted to the CNCJ, a project partner.

The invitation was extended to the representative of the Luxembourg BailiffsGAssociation,
who in the preceding public workshop had expressed interest, who unfortunately was not
able to attend the meeting but will be kept in the loop.

3.5.2. Settings

3.5.3. Results

The main aspects of including France in the framework of Use Case 2 were summarised.
Data (information regarding judicial sales) would be transmitted from the actors of the
auctions (justice commissioners being auctioneers and bailiffs; approximately 2,400 of
them) to the CNCJ central server, where the Virtual Machine will be installed. The second
step would be the periodical transmission of data from the VM to the LEILA platform.

The main way to communicate with the VM would be through an Application Program
Interface (API), since most professionals operated an electronic system. This would imply
that the bailiffs had the necessary technical equipment to upload data into the server of
CNCJ (which will in turn upload the data to LEILA). The provider of the software service for
each bailiff (there are 30-40 different commercial systems in use) would ensure the
transmission to the server of the CNCJ. The import of the data should be done by the CNCJ,

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and it should be up to the providers of the electronic service of each office to deliver the
data.

In addition, there will be need for an interface for the manual upload since some offices of
the justice commissioners may not have an electronic system. In this case, two modalities
can be made available: (1) manual entering of data to a web form; and (2) bulk import from
an excel with data model so that the portal could upload many auctions all at once. This
case opened the issue of the type of authentication necessary for individual bailiffs to
connect to this upload portal (certificates, one-time password, simple username/password
combination, etc.). All bailiffs had certificates given by a certification authority. They would
access platform via their website. For this first part of the project, the username and
password were considered sufficient; however, an automated system depending on the
use and success of the platform should be considered.

The LEILA Project would provide a data structure which should be complemented by the
list of links of commercial portals where users could be redirected. The Project should also
physically create the database and the service that would enable the export of information
from the database to the LEILA platform. Regarding the completion and update of the
database, it should be a divided responsibility between the CNCJ and the participating
bailiffs. The CNCJ would share the data structure (from LEILA) while the software
companies maintaining the case management systems used by justice commissioners
would create the services.

3.6.5. Results

A first direct contact was established with most members of the target group of national
judicial auctions portals that are not part of the project partners. Such contact remains to
be established with only four MS judicial auctions portals: Bulgaria, Estonia, Finland, and
Romania.

Participants actively contributed to the discussions, providing useful suggestions on
specific solutions for the visualisation of results and search criteria.

Most questions were related to the use of the e-CODEX infrastructure, which allowed to
clarify possible modalities of connecting to existing national e-CODEX gateways or
indications on how to set up a new one.

Further feedback was received after the meeting via an online feedback form. A total of 5
portals filled the form: 3 replies came from project partners and 2 replies z from non-
partner portals. The proposed data model granularity and structure were considered
appropriate by all of them, and all answered confirmed that a portal with the
characteristics presented would fulfil its declared goals.

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4.Lessons Learned and Future Feedback Loops

The constant active participation of most national portals to the project activities
demonstrated that there is a tangible interest for the LEILA initiative to deliver an EU portal
for providing information on judicial auctions. This was confirmed by the attendance and
active participation to both public events conducted in the second feedback loop.

The impossibility to carry out in-person meetings was a limitation to the communication
which should hopefully be overcome in future following the changes in the epidemiological
situation and the relaxation of precautionary measures. Online consultations should
nevertheless continue, and interactions may become even more fruitful on specific topics
via direct informal communication considering a common framework has already been
established. The participation to public events and larger meetings can be further
enhanced with a division of the participants in sub-groups, especially when in a physical
setting.

The use of electronic online forms / surveys following the second workshop proved to be
better accepted than the compilation of offline documents and it should be pursued,
especially to gather feedback from professionals on both the test and pilot versions of the
platform.

Nurturing and expanding the relationships with key 00AEAETIAA00S target groups shall
continue through the project lifetime and beyond. In particular:

1. For the partner portals: to continue a step-by-step consultation on all project®
aspects, not only related to their technical contributions

2. For other portals across the member states (not involved in the project): to continue
forging a partnership and reciprocal knowledge exchange, by including them in next
project validation activities and possibly consulting them as a special reference group
on specific technical issues and future strategic decisions. Expanding the connections
with the remaining national portals which have not yet been reached is strongly
recommended.

3. For the professional community on national and at EU level: to disseminate and
exchange information on the project progress and on other events and information of
their interest. EU networks and national organisations should be involved in
disseminating information about the launching of the pilot platform at the end of the
internal testing phase, to reach out a mass of users sufficient to provide relevant
feedback (for example, via e-surveys available from the website on potential
adjustments and improvements to be introduced, etc.).
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Following the reach-out activity carried out by WP2 aimed at identifying possible
experts to be involved in the feedback loops, the Project has been invited to present
LEILA and the future EU platform to the international conference G£C{0Al 2A0TIOKTT
online and in-person (in Milan, Italy), which may be an occasion to extend the network
of interested professionals.

4. For the EU stakeholders

- Me-CODEX Consortium: to continue to keep them in the loop on relevant project
developments and on the implementation of the e-CODEX connection via existing
national gateways or via gateways created ad hoc.

- DG JUST and e-Justice portal: to continue sharing information about the progress
of the project and collecting their feedback in the development and testing phases;
if need be, addressing them with specific technical questions if such arise.

- Working Party on e-Justice: LEILA has been requested to give a presentation to the
next meeting in June 2022, which will be a good occasion to increase the visibility
of the Project. The revitalisation, in some form, of an auctions expert sub-group
would be instrumental to collect further feedback on EU level.
